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Effect of comprehensive nursing on cooperation degree and nursing satisfaction
of patients with chronic pharyngitis

[ Abstract] Objective: To explore the impact of comprehensive nursing on the cooperation degree and nursing satisfaction of patients
with chronic pharyngitis. Methods: 68 patients with chronic pharyngitis treated in our hospital from July 2020 to July 2021 were selected as the
research object, and were divided into routine group (34 cases) and comprehensive group (34 cases)according to the simple randomized grouping
method , the routine group adopted the routine nursing intervention method, and the comprehensive group adopted the comprehensive nursing
intervention method. The patient cooperation degree, patient nursing satisfaction. Results: compared with the cooperation degree of the two
groups, the comprehensive group was better (P << 0.05). Compared with the nursing satisfaction of the two groups, the comprehensive group was

better (P < 0.05). Conclusion: The comprehensive nursing intervention for patients with chronic pharyngitis can effectively improve the degree

of patient cooperation, improve patient nursing satisfaction, so it is worthy of clinical application.
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
